The Bachelor’s Degree in Global Nutrition and Health:
A unique 3½ year higher education
 
 
Scholarships available to study for a degree in Denmark
Brand new and generous scholarships are available for high quality non-EU students to study for a Bachelor’s Degree in Global Nutrition and Health at Metropolitan University College, Copenhagen, Denmark.
The Bachelor’s Degree in Global Nutrition and Health is a unique undergraduate education situated in Copenhagen. It focuses on the contemporary global challenges of nutrition, health and sustainability, and includes strategies for health promotion and disease prevention.
 
It is taught entirely in English by a team of international lecturers who have practical and academic experience in their areas of expertise. This Bachelor’s degree offers a multicultural experience attracting students from around the world including a mix of Danish, EU and international undergraduates.
 
After a common first year, in which students gain a thorough understanding of the principles of nutrition and health, students can choose between two study programmes: Public Health Nutrition and Food Policy or Lifestyle Coaching and Fitness Management.
 
A key component of this professional education is the requirement for two Internships. These enable students to experience different career and academic opportunities and to bring this knowledge back into classroom studies. In the final year students carry our research and write a Bachelor thesis which allows students to develop a deeper understanding of a subject of special interest to them.
 
On completion graduates are equipped to develop and implement strategies and interventions focusing on promoting a healthy lifestyle. Graduates pursue careers (internationally, nationally or locally) with NGOs, the private and public sectors or undertake postgraduate education.
 
The Bachelor’s Degree in Global Nutrition and Health has been designated a World Health Organisation (WHO) Collaborating Centre. This fosters opportunities for partnerships and networking globally. The Bachelor’s Degree is one of six such centres in Europe and part of a network of 80 international WHO Collaborating Centres focusing on nutrition.
