ARTICLE III – Membership

Section 1 - Classes and Qualifications

a)
To be eligible to become a member of the Association, each applicant must qualify as an Active, Associate, Student, Affiliate, or Retired Member. Written applications must be approved by the Board of Directors.

b)
Membership in the Ontario Home Economics Association is encouraged to strengthen our profession.
Section 2 - Active Member

a)
One who has obtained a degree in the field of Home Economics from a recognized educational institution. The field of Home Economics is that which encompasses the sciences and humanities concerned with food, clothing, shelter, and human relations and their effective application in the family, community, and world.

b)
One who has been an Associate Member for five (5) consecutive years and who has made a significant contribution to the Association may be granted Active status by the Board of Directors. The member must submit a written application requesting this change in membership status.

c)
Members who were classed as Active at the time of the enactment of amendments to the By-Laws, but whose qualifications may not comply with the new membership requirements shall retain their membership status. This does not apply if membership requires reinstatement.

Section 3 - Associate Member

a)
One who has obtained, after secondary school graduation, a diploma in the field of Home Economics from a program of at least two (2) years duration, from a recognized community college.

b)
Members who were classed as Associate at the time of the enactment of amendments to the By-Laws, but whose qualifications may not comply with the new membership requirements shall retain their membership status. This does not apply if membership requires reinstatement.

Section 4 - Student Member

a)
One who is enrolled in an undergraduate program at a recognized educational institution in the field of Home Economics; or one who is enrolled in a recognized community college program, as defined by the Board of Directors; or one who is eligible for Active membership and is pursuing post-graduate studies or a dietetic internship.

Section 5 – Affiliate Member

a)
One who does not qualify as an Active, Associate, or Student Member but has an interest in and supports the objectives of the Association.

Section 6 – Retired Member

a)
One who is retired and either has paid fees for at least fifteen (15) consecutive years or is fifty-five (55) years of age or older.
